ESTABLISHMENT OF THE FOUNDATION

Article 1.- Name, nature, and address

The “Ars Civilis Foundation” is a non-profit private foundation for the development of
knowledge and patterns of sustainability, nationwide run. The foundation has its
headquarters at Eulogio Soriano 1, 2.b in Murcia 30001 [Spain], without prejudice to other
offices it may have in the locations where its activities are mainly developed.

Article 2.- Duration, legal status, scope and capacity

The “Ars Civilis Foundation” is established permanently and indefinitely, with legal
and full capacity to act with no other constraints than those decreed by law, regulations or
articles of association. Its activities will be developed specifically within the Autonomous
Region of Murcia. However, the foundation has the right to broaden the scope of its initiatives
to the rest of the country or the European Union if considered appropriate. This will be
specified in the appropriate legal form in due course.

The established foundation, once registered at the Registry of Foundations, has legal
status and full capacity to act, including (but not limited to) the following activities: acquire,
preserve, own, stipulate, alienate by any means and tax any property, movable or
immovable, and rights; carry out any type of act or contract. The foundation is also entitled to
mpromise and to have recourse to administrative or legal action by bringing suits and
xceptions before a Judge, a court or a public or private entity, as well as to carry out any
ctions necessary for the fulfilment of the principal object of the foundation. All of the above
ill be performed without detriment to the foundation's Supervisory Body's authorizations or
ommunications, stated in the current legislation and subject to those specified in the legal
ystem.
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Article 3.- Applicable legislation

The foundation is managed according to the principal object of its founders,
expressed in the articles of association and in compliance with the rules and regulations
established by the Board of Trustees, as well as the current civil, legal-administrative and tax
aws applicable on the grounds of its legal form. It also complies with the Spanish Foundation
Law 50/2002 of 28" December, with law 49/2002 of 23 December, regarding the Tax
System for Non-profit Entities and Tax Incentives Applied to Patronages and with the
Regulations of Nationwide Foundations, as well as other general regulations.
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PART Il

OBJECTS OF THE FOUNDATION

Article 4.- Objects

The foundation’s principal object is to support research, innovation and development

in the fields of technology and humanities in their entirety, as well as the models of
sustainability. Also, to support the people or institutions involved in these matters, as it is
stated in the articles of association. The foundation's initiatives include (but are not limited to)
the following:
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4.1. Support, promote and submit studies, reports, documents and research and
innovation projects. Create and develop networks of experts involved in research,
innovation and creation.

42. Promote the analysis and publication of educational, cultural and
management practices and systems regarding Europe's cultural heritage in all its
aspects, editing the contents of these analyses in conventional or technological
media.

4.3. Support and contribute to education and knowledge-related updating,
creation and innovation in all their aspects, by organizing lectures, seminars,
workshops, exhibitions or any other audiovisual project.

4.4. Cooperate, advise and establish relations with local, regional and national
institutions, as well as companies and national and international associations.

4.5. Contribute to the sustainable development and the preservation of our
historical, urban, natural, environmental and cultural resources, including our
heritage. Pay special attention to what may contribute to improve the quality of life
and social welfare of the citizens, regardless  of their age or condition.

4.6. Receive and administer legacies and cultural assets of all sorts, movable and
immovable, with the aim of guaranteeing their preservation and diffusion.

4.7. Research and promote solutions to any problems caused by the evolution of
social and cultural systems, as well as by the imbalances relating to the new
lifestyles.

4.8. Any other action considered of interest by the Board of Trustees to achieve
the purposes of the foundation.

The foundation, depending on its circumstances at a given moment, will be free to

devote its efforts to any of the objects included in this article, according to the priority
purposes and objectives stated by its Board of Trustees.
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Article 5.- Development of the objects

In order to achieve its objects, the foundation, to the extent permitted by the economic

means available, will carry out (including but not limited to) the following tasks, independently
or in cooperation with other institutions or centres, public or private, inside or outside its own

facilities:

5.1. Promote documents, studies and research and innovation projects proposed
by individuals, research groups, private companies or public institutions or
organizations at local, regional, national or international levels.

5.2. Gather, study in depth and spread the outcome of basic research and
innovation as well as good management practices that may contribute to the
training of individuals, the dissemination of knowledge and the improvement of the
welfare and the quality of life of urban and rural populations, paying special
attention to the interdisciplinary methods and to integralism and systems thinking.

5.3. Cooperate in regional, national and international spheres and with European
institutions, paying special attention to the dissemination of knowledge and of
practices developed by local, national or international bodies, as well as renowned
and well-established foundations with similar objects. This will contribute to the
promotion of the foundation with the available means in the current market.

5.4. Encourage the transfer of knowledge in matters related to research methods,
management, sustainable development, environment and climate change as well
as in the preservation of cultural and natural heritage, collecting both the
proposals submitted by working groups or bodies formed both internally and
externally.

5.5. In order to achieve these objects, the foundation will be able to undertake any
legal action considered appropriate and necessary, in accordance with these
articles.

5.6. The foundation will be entitled to conclude agreements to administer
testamentary dispositions or assets requiring special care for their preservation.

5.7. The foundation will also be able to start and promote periodical publications
as a means to achieve its objects.

PART IlI

BODIES OF THE FOUNDATION.

Article 6.- Board of Trustees

The “Ars Civilis Foundation” will be managed by the Board of Trustees.
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Article 7.- Nature

The Board is responsible for the management, representation and administration of
the foundation. This body will assume the corresponding duties in compliance with the law
and the articles of association.

In its performance, the Board should comply with the current legislation and ~ with the
aspirations of the founder, stated in these articles of association.

The Board should fulfil the purposes of the foundation and administer the properties

and rights that make up the foundation’s heritage, making full use of them and yielding the
corresponding profits.

Article 8.- Rights and obligations of the Board of Trustees

Without detriment to the appropriate authorizations in each case, the foundation has
(but is not limited to) the following rights, which should be exercised in strict compliance with
the requirements established for each privilege in the regulations applicable:

e 8.1. Acquire, preserve, own, administer, stipulate, encumber, exchange and alienate
all kinds of properties and rights, movable and immovable.

e 8.2. Accept grants, donations, legacies, inheritances allocated for the foundation's
inventory.

e 8.3. Charge and receive dividends and interests, and make payments.

e 8.4. Sign all kinds of legal acts and contracts, as well as conduct business in order to
exercise the rights and fulfil the obligations related to the foundation's objects.

Article 9.- Non-delegable rights of the Board
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Besides the Board's rights stated, where appropriate, in the regulations in force, the
following will be non-delegable:

e 9.1. Approve the annual report, budget and accounts.

9.2. Appoint the members of the Board, among which a President and, at least, one
Vice-president will be elected.

e 9.3. Designate an Advisory Board.

9.4. Decide the possible creation or suppression of the position of Director-General.

9.5. Establish the minimum contribution required to the institutional and business
Trustees.

9.6. Learn and make a final decision about the possibility of appealing against any
resolutions by the Advisory Board.

9.7. Agree, by a majority of two thirds of the members present, to transfer, exchange
or encumber the immovable properties of the foundation.

9.8. Agree, by the same majority, the modification of the articles.
9.9. Agree, by an identical majority, the merger or dissolution of the foundation.

9.10. Any act requiring authorization by the foundation's Supervisory Body.

Article 10.- Formation and designation. The position of Trustee will be free

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L The foundation will be entitled to appoint a Board of Directors, chaired by the
resident of the Board of Trustees or any person to whom he/she delegates. The Board of
Directors will perform the functions expressly assigned. Besides the Board members and
prior to the Board’s agreement, the Board of Directors will integrate any individual or body

that, although not belonging to the management team, contributes significantly to the
achievement of the objects of the foundation.

Article 11.- The President

The President shall represent the foundation when dealing with any individual,
authority and public or private body. It will also convene and chair the Board’s meetings, will
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lead its discussions and, where appropriate, will conclude the agreements, being able to sign
any necessary acts or documents.

Without detriment to the President, the Board of Trustees is entitled to designate a
Presidency of Honour, who will not be a Trustee.

Article 12.- The Vice-president

The Vice-president shall carry out the duties of the President in the event of absence
or illness of the latter. The Vice-president shall also act in representation of the foundation in
the circumstances agreed by the Board.

Article 13.- The Secretary

The Secretary is in charge of all the documentation of the foundation, taking the

minutes of the meetings of the Board and issuing any necessary certifications and reports, as
well as any other function expressly delegated to him/her.

Article 14.- The founders

The initial Board members will be designated as executors of the foundational deed.
These Trustees will be known as the Founders.

This first Board of Trustees shall appoint the successive Trustees, whether individuals
or corporate bodies. In the latter case, an individual representing the body must be
designated.

In order to better achieve its objects, the “Ars Civilis Foundation” will request the
ministries, institutions, public and private bodies, companies and individuals whose
competences are relevant to the purposes of the foundation to integrate its Board of
Trustees.
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The new Trustees, when designated, shall make a monetary contribution in favour of
the foundation for an amount set by agreement of the Board.

Article 15.- Acceptance of the position of Trustee

The trustees will start performing their functions after having accepted the position
expressly either by public or private instrument bearing a signature certified by a notary, by
personal appearance before the officer of the Registry of Foundations or by any other legal
and explicit means.

The acceptance of the position must be entered in the Registry of Foundations.

Article 16.- Resignation and replacement of trustees

The following will be considered as causes for resignation:

A) A trustee's death or declaration of death, as well as the dissolution of a legal
entity.
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B) A trustee's unfitness, legal incapacity or incompatibility according to what is
decreed by law.

C) Resignation of the position for which they were appointed Board members.

D) Failure to hold the position with the diligence of a loyal representative, if so
declared by court order.

E) Court ordering liability for damages caused by actions that are against the law or
the articles, as well as those carried out negligently.

F) Termination of their designation, had they been appointed for a specific time.
G) Resignation submitted by personal appearance at the Registry of Foundations or

by public or private document bearing a signature authorized by a notary. This resignation
will take effect when formally notified to the Board of Trustees.

Article 17.- Meetings of the Board and official announcements

The Board will meet at least once per semester to approve the annual report and the
accounts corresponding to the previous financial year, and once again in the last quarter to
approve the budget for the following year, as well as the foundation's action plan. Meetings of
the Board will also be held when requested by the President or, at least, by a third of the
Trustees. Except when a qualified majority is requested, agreements will be reached by a
maijority of votes of those present, while the President or, in his absence, the Vice-president,
will have casting votes.

The official announcement to each one of the Board members will be made explicit by
the Secretary, at least, five days prior to the date of the meeting. The place, date, time and
the agenda will be specified in the announcement.

An official announcement will not be necessary when the information above is
inanimously agreed by all the trustees at a previous meeting of the Board.

Article 18.- Requirements for deliberation and agreement reaching

The Board will be validly constituted when, at least, half plus one of its members are
present.

The agreements of the Board will be immediately put to the vote and approved by a
majority of votes of those present. Nevertheless, the favourable vote of the absolute majority
of the Board members will be necessary to approve agreements relating to: the amendment
br modification of the articles of association, the determination of the number of trustees of
the foundation, the appointment of new trustees and positions on the Board, the dismissal of
trustees and other positions due to legal or statutory reasons, the transfer and encumbrance
of the properties of the shareholders’ equity and the merger or the dissolution of the
foundation.

The Secretary will be responsible for taking the corresponding minutes of the
meetings of the Board, which will have to be signed by every member present and approved
in that same meeting or in the following one. Once approved, the minutes will be transcribed
to the corresponding minute book and signed by the Secretary with the President’s approval.
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Article 19.- Director-General of the foundation

If a Board of Directors was established, this shall take on the foundation's cultural,
technical and administrative management; run and coordinate the economic and
administrative services: draw up and submit the budgets and, in general, perform the
management and administration functions entrusted under the supervision of the Board of
Trustees.

Article 20.- The Advisory Board

The “Ars Civilis Foundation” is entitled to establish an Advisory Board to offer support
and advice when requested by the Board of Trustees and by the Board of Directors
regarding the objects of the foundation.

Any individual or corporation, national or foreign, whose incorporation was approved
by the Board of Trustees by virtue of its relevant merits or prestige, can be part of the
Advisory Board. The Board of Trustees is entitled to dismiss any member of the Advisory
Board who systematically refuses to collaborate.

The Advisory Board will establish, not necessarily in writing, its own rules and
regulations. One of its members will be elected as a representative within the Board of

Trustees of the foundation. Should this member not be a Trustee, he will entitled to attend
the meetings of the Board where he will have a say but not a vote.

PART IV

COLLABORATORS OF THE FOUNDATION

Article 21.- Friends of the foundation

Any individual and corporation appointed by the Board of Directors, either on its own
hitiative, proposed by other people or institutions or requested by the interested party, will be
onsidered as “friends of the Ars Civilis foundation”. As for corporations, an individual must
)e designated as a representative.

Article 22.- Rights of the friends of the foundation

The rights of the friends of the foundation include (but are not limited to) the following:

e 1. Participate in the meetings that may be convened by the Board, where they will
have a say but not a vote.

e 2. Have a preferential treatment when being informed of the activities organized or
programmed by the foundation.

e 3. Make an appeal following the guidelines established by the executive bodies of
the foundation.
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e 4. Take part in the statutory activities organized by the foundation, in accordance
with the guidelines drawn up by its executive bodies.

Article 23.- Obligations of the friends of the foundation

The obligations of the friends of the foundation include (but are not limited to) the
following:

1. Fulfil the articles of the foundation and other requirements.

2. Fulfil the agreements of the Board of Trustees and the Board of Directors.

3. Accept and perform with commitment and diligence the entrusted assignments

relating to the objects of the foundation.

e 4. Participate in the activities of the foundation, attending and collaborating to the
extent of his/her possibilities.

e 5. Pay the corresponding contribution punctually.

Article 24.- Termination of the designation as “friends of the foundation”

The consideration as a “friend of the foundation” will be lost:

1. At the applicant’s request.
2. Owing to the reiterated and not justified refusal to accept or fulfil the positions or
duties entrusted, or to take part in the activities of the foundation.

Article 25.- Founding assets

The assets of the foundation will consist of:
A) The initial contribution

B) Any assets, rights and obligations subject to economic valuation.
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C) The assets and rights already acquired or being acquired in the future by the
foundation and permanently allocated by agreement of the Board to the objects of the
foundation.

All of them should be registered in the name of the foundation and included in its
inventory, in the Registry of Foundations and in any other corresponding registers.

Article 26.- Endowment of the foundation

The endowment of the foundation will consist of all the assets and rights constituting
the initial endowment of the foundation, and of any other assets of that nature that the
foundation receives in future.

Article 27.- Funding

The foundation, to develop its projects, will be financed with the resources coming
from the earnings on assets and, where appropriate, from grants, subsidies or donations
received from individuals or bodies, both public and private.

The foundation will also be able to generate an income from its activities, as long as it does
not imply an unjustified limitation of the number of its potential beneficiaries.

Article 28.- Administration

The Board of Trustees is authorized to issue any necessary variations in the
composition of the assets of the foundation, depending on the economic situation at that

time. These changes will be made by requesting the necessary authorizations and duly
informing the Board of Trustees.

Article 29.- Financial system

The financial year coincides with the calendar year.

b Article 30.- Action plan, annual accounts and audit

The President or the person designated by the Board of Trustees will present the
annual accounts that will be approved by the Board of Trustees within six months of the end
of the financial year.

The annual accounts, which cover the balance sheets, the profit and loss statement
and the notes to the accounts, are considered as a unit and must be clearly written and show
an accurate image of the assets, the financial situation and the results of the foundation.
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In the notes to the accounts, the information contained in the balance sheets and the

profit and loss statement will be completed, expanded and commented on. Also, an inventory
of the assets will be added.

Besides, the annual report will include the foundation's activities, the changes in its
direction, management and representation bodies, as well as the progress made in the
action plan. In this regard, the resources used, their origin and the number of beneficiaries in
each one of the different projects carried out will be indicated. Finally, the annual report will
also cover the covenants that, if appropriate, may have been issued with other organizations

for these objects as well as the degree of satisfaction with the allocation of the incomes and
revenues.

The annual accounts, once approved by the Board of Trustees, will be presented to
the Supervisory Body within ten working days following their approval in order to be
examined and subsequently entered in the Registry of Foundations.

Should the foundation fail to meet the legal requirements established, the previous

documents would be submitted to an external audit. The results of the audit, together with
the annual accounts, would subsequently be sent to the Supervisory Body.

PART VI

AMENDMENT, MERGER AND DISSOLUTION

Article 31.- Amendment of the articles

1. By agreement of the Board of Trustees, these articles may be subject to
amendment, provided that it was in the best interests of the foundation. Such
modification should be undertaken when the circumstances at the time of the
establishment of the the foundation have changed, making it impossible to act
satisfactorily in accordance with the articles in force.

2. To reach an agreement to modify the articles, at least, half plus one of the votes of
the Board members will need to be in favour.

3. The amendment or new wording of the articles agreed by the Board of Trustees
will be communicated to the Supervisory Body prior to the execution of the notarial
instrument, being registered later on in the Registry of Foundations.

Article 32.- Merger with another foundation

The Board of Trustees will be entitled to decide the merger of the foundation with
another entity, provided that a prior agreement has been signed with the other party.

The merger agreement should be approved by, at least, half plus one of the Board's

votes in favour. The decision will be communicated to the Supervisory Body prior to the
execution of the notarial instrument, being registered later on in the Registry of Foundations.

Article 33.- Dissolution of the foundation
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The foundation will be dissolved due to the causes, and following the procedure,
stated in the current legislation.

Article 34.- Liquidation and allotment of assets

1. The dissolution of the foundation will mark the start of the liquidation procedures to
be carried out by the Board of Trustees under the control of the Supervisory Body.

2. The assets resulting from the liquidation will go to foundations or other institutions
with the same or similar objects to those of this foundation, on the condition that their
assets are used for the fulfilment of these objects, also in the event of their
dissolution. These foundations have been appointed by the Board of Trustees, in
accordance with the current legislation.

Safeguard clause in favour of the Supervisory Body

These articles of association will be, in no way, interpreted as a limitation or
replacement of the duties assigned to the Supervisory Body by the current legislation,
especially those relating to the authorizations, communications or limitations which the
foundation is expressly submitted to.
